Comprehensive Plan

Annville, North Annville and South Annville Townships and Cleona Borough are working together to prepare a regional comprehensive plan.  The Annville-Cleona Comprehensive Plan Steering Committee will resume meeting the third Thursday of each month at 3:00 PM at the Annville Town Hall, in November 2010.  The Steering Committee meetings are open to the public.

Residents will have additional opportunities to participate in the comprehensive planning process, including community workshops and information meetings, focus group meetings, and a public meeting and hearing prior to adoption of the plan.  Meeting dates and times will be published once scheduled.

The Pennsylvania Municipalities Planning Code allows municipalities to work together to plan regionally.  A Joint Comprehensive Plan can allocate land uses (such as residential, commercial and industrial) over the entire planning area, rather than the traditional method of providing for all land uses within each municipality, and allow coordinated planning of road corridors (such as Route 422).  Additionally, a joint Comprehensive Plan allows for a regional coordination of community facilities and services, which helps to achieve economy of municipal resources.

A Joint Comprehensive Plan is a means by which the participating communities may work together to create a vision of what they want to become and how they intend to achieve that vision.  The challenge of the Annville-Cleona Comprehensive Plan is to help maintain and create safe, convenient movement through the region; places to walk, meet and interact; recreational opportunities; attractive areas in which to shop; and cultural events and facilities.
This Comprehensive Plan is just a start.  It is the foundation for the attainment of the goals and objectives established within the Plan, which can be accomplished only with the support of the municipal governments, municipal commissions, boards and committees, area businesses, area residents, the school district, and surrounding municipalities and regional planning groups.  The objective is to prepare a plan which will not sit on a shelf and gather dust, but a plan that will be implemented and used within the region.  This Comprehensive Plan will provide a framework for the creation of partnerships to implement the plan and a basis for implementation techniques, such as land use ordinances, official maps and capital improvements programs, which will implement the policies contained in this plan.
